Unit 3 Project
Race is a myth, but racism is very real.
Description
· Goal: Explain how race is a myth but racism is very real. Do this by answering questions like:
· What is race? How can it be seen as a social construct?
· What is racism? What are the four levels of privilege/oppression/change?
· How do race and racism impact people and change throughout history? And in today’s world?
This is NOT a list of questions you must answer, but rather a suggested idea of possible questions to consider if you’re having trouble getting started.
· Audience: OPEN - you/your group can decide - parents, 6th graders, teachers, elected officials, general Americans (NPR & CSPAN Contests) - but this must be clear in your final project
· Format: OPEN - you/your group can decide (essay, letter, podcast, poster, brochure, comic, mural with artist’s statement, song, etc.) - but it should be able to clearly communicate and reach your audience
· Focus: OPEN - you/your group can decide to focus on a particular point in history, today, a group/race throughout history, etc. - but if working in a group, each individual person should have a specific focus that helps illustrate the point and tie it all together
Suggested Timing
· Day 1: Review/remind yourself of your ideas from last class’s exit ticket. Gather research and evidence as specific to individual topic/focus. Write summary of findings (noting any direct quotations). Ask Ms. HY any questions.
*NOTE: Ms. HY will be gone after second block on Wednesday! Direct any questions/concerns to her via email and be focused and hardworking on your remaining work day(s).
· Day 2: Share findings with group (if applicable). Design rough draft of project. Start writing/preparing specific individual section of project.
· Day 3: Review and edit entire project. Check project against rubrics. Read out loud.
